Decision Taken

This follows the adopted Climate Change Strategy & Action Plan measure para 8.3 Action “No. 36 — Explore
opportunities for micro generation, e.g., solar collective purchasing scheme, promoting government grant funding
etc’

The Council will sign up to a concessions contract to participate in the Solar Together group buy for solar panel
and battery storage.

Reasons for the Decision

This will allow West Norfolk residents and small and medium businesses the opportunity to consider installing a
solar PV panel system with or without a battery storage option. By signing up to the scheme, local residents and
SME’s could see significant savings against market prices.

Options considered
No other similar scheme or provider is available.
Norwich City, Broadland and South Norfolk Councils within Norfolk have already signed up to this scheme.
