MAIN ISSUES

Approximately 30 mature trees were cut down 

before the site was assessed which has caused 

major issues with flooding to gardens and 

woodland and plot being built on

TREES

Proposed replanting of 25 trees on site – no care 

has been taken to avoid root disruption to all 

houses on heather close – will destroy gardens 

and even houses in years to come as planted right 

next to boundary.
